Farm Discussion Group:   
The purpose of a Discussion Group is to create a forum for 10-20 farmers to 
share their knowledge and to work together to advance and develop their 
expertise and capabilities.  The main topics covered are: 1. Financial-Budgeting 
and Profit. 2. Grassland-Grass measuring, Grass Budgeting, Re-seeding. 3. EBI 
(Economic Breeding Index)-Herd improvement, Bull selection, Replacements. 
4. Compact Calving-Heat detection and submission rates 
 The group meets once a month for 2 hours.  The meetings rotate around 
the members’ farms in Pallasgreen, Oola, Cappamore, Kilteely, Emly, Murroe 
and Herbertstown.  Occasionally, the group travels to other farms and to the 
research centre in Moorepark. 
 Over the winter months, evening meetings are held and speakers are 
invited to talk on different subjects e.g. investments, shares, A1.  Sometimes 
courses are held during the winter e.g. First Aid, Life coaching, Grass 
Measuring & Budgeting.  The Group also has a social aspect to it.  Wives and 
partners attend the annual Christmas night out. 
 Today, the Kilteely-Dromkeen Dairy Discussion Group has 14 active 
members farming a variety of land type and milking on average 80 cows.  The 
Group activities are greatly assisted by our Teagasc Advisor, Aileen Walsh, 
and the Group Facilitator, Tom Downey.  Our Dairygold Rep is Seán Ryan.

Community Alert: 
Our local group was set up in 1998 in association with Muintir Na Tire and the 
local Gardai.  The main purpose of community alert is to create a caring 
community which provides support and protection for elderly and vulnerable 
people, especially those living in isolated areas.  Everybody in the community 
can play a part by being a good neighbour.  For example visiting elderly 
neighbours to provide social contact or to help with shopping or other errands 
where somebody has no transport or family living nearby.  Over the last few 
years our group has installed monitored Medi Alert systems for elderly people 
in our community.  These alarms can be used to call medical help in case of 
illness or accidents or the Gardai where a person is being threatened in their 
home.  They can also be used as a means of social contact where a person is 
living alone and needs somebody to talk to.  The funding for the alarms was 
provided by the department of the social welfare.  During the last year we also 
installed 30 smoke alarms in houses in the parish.  They were supplied by the 
fire department of Limerick Co. Council.

Kilteely National School (built in 1889): 
Situated at the southern, sunny side of Kilteely village and shaded from the 
west by the rugged, picturesque Hill of Kilteely, (which was the result of 

serious volcanic activity some 300 million years ago),  
Kilteely National School has been a centre of education and learning for just 
over one hundred and twenty years. 

  
The school is a co-educational, Catholic Primary School, which strives to 
provide a well-ordered, caring, happy and secure environment, where the 
spiritual, moral, physical, intellectual and cultural needs of the pupils are 
identified and addressed. 
 

Major renovations were undertaken in the early 1960’s with  
pre-fabricated classrooms added in 1969 (replaced in 2003) and in 1988.  
During the past fifteen years oil-fired central heating has been installed plus 
30cm. of attic insulation and double-glazed windows.   
 

The school has spacious playgrounds front and back, computers & printers in 
every classroom, Smart Interactive Whiteboards plus a well equipped office and 
staff-room.  
 

The school has a staff of four experienced teachers and a Special Needs 
Assistant, Geraldine Murphy.  Marie Hennessy teaches the Infant and Junior 
classes, while Michael Hennessy teaches the middle and senior pupils.  
Betty Murphy has responsibilities for Resource Teaching in Kilteely N.S. and 
Learning Support Teaching in Cloverfield N.S.  Marie Collins shares her 
Learning Support Teaching time between Kilteely NS and Herbertstown NS. 
Kilteely N.S. endeavours to enhance the self-esteem of everyone in the school 
community, to imbue in our pupils respect for all people and their property and 
to encourage in them the idea of being responsible, decisive and enthusiastic 
throughout their lives.
